Pre-workshop Activities

1. As a class, create a list of what makes a good story. Discuss which
elements are the most important and which are the least important.

Discuss how people can communicate through their
movements and gestures. Does the same hold true for animals? Take turns
and try to tell a short story without speaking.

Create your own 3-5 frame comic strips
about an event in your life. Remember to include lots of details while
telling your story.
